Herefords Dominate at Medicine Hat Bull Sale 
 
The Canadian Hereford Association is pleased to announce that at the 49th Annual 
Medicine Hat Bull Sale, held March 20 & 21st, 2007, Peggy Herman of HHH Cattle Co., 
Bindloss, AB took Grand Champion Hereford honours with her bull MHH 011H BRIT 
LAD 46R. Herman’s bull brought $20,000 from Little Poplar Grove Herefords of 
Forestburg, AB, $11,000 more than any bull of another breed.  
 
Herman and HHH Cattle Co. were also awarded Best Pair & Best String of Hereford 
Bulls. 
 
The Reserve Grand Champion Hereford bull, GEL STONE LAD 507R, consigned by 
Lehr Herefords of Irvine, AB was sold for $5500 to Oddan Ranching Ltd. of Maidstone, 
SK. 
 
Herefords also dominated in the averages, with 47 bulls consigned and a sale 
average of $4,850 (15 bulls and $400 better than the Angus numbers and sale 
averages, respectively).
